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2011 Red Mountain Writing Project Grant Guidelines
Please adhere to the following guidelines in completing your grant proposal.

Grant Description
The UAB RMWP supports projects related to the teaching and learning of language and literacies.  Each award is approximately $1000.00 and will be given to five (5) grant recipients.

Who is Eligible?
We are inviting proposals from K-12 Red Mountain Writing Project teachers or a teacher who is co-sponsored by a RMWP teacher. 

Suggested Research Topics
The selection board seeks proposals that reflect diverse interests among membership of RMWP and represents compelling research. 

For example, some “hot button” topics are doing work related to teaching non-fiction texts, addressing text complexity, using informational texts with students, integrating reading and writing across content areas, implementing a spiral curriculum…

Or, proposals may focus on underrepresented populations, equity pedagogies, school policies, curriculum changes and the effect of those changes on students, student interaction and learning, changes in teaching methodologies, community literacy, home-school literacy relationships, student literacy practices in and out of school —and other relevant topics of study will be considered.

Funding and Timeline Parameters
Grants will be awarded an amount not to exceed $1,000 for a period of up to one school year.  Applicants are limited to one grant submission in each funding cycle. Applicants who qualify for a funded project may re-apply after a period of three years. Applicants must be RMWP teachers or a teacher co-sponsored by a RMWP teacher.  

Deadline and Notification
Applications must be submitted electronically and received on or before November 1, 2011. Notification of grant decisions will be announced no later than November 15, 2011.

2011 UAB RMWP Grant Program Requirements

Applicants Must:
· Be RMWP Teachers or a teacher co-sponsored by a Red Mountain Writing Project teacher. 
· Prepare a cover sheet and complete the proposal criteria.  Proposal criteria should be between 3-5 pages in length in 12-point font. This does not include the cover sheet and administrative/supervisory support statement. (For the cover sheet: see information at the end of this document).
· Include a statement from an administrator and/or an immediate supervisor indicating a willingness to support your proposal.

Proposal Criteria:
1. Background to Research: (What literature, theory, or studies help frame your research?)
2. Statement of Purpose: (Why am I doing this research?  Why is it important?)
3. Description of Method:  (What data am I collecting?  How am I analyzing the data?)
4. Research Questions:  (What am I asking and investigating?)
5. Research Design/Description of the Study:  What is the context/setting of my study? Who are the participants?  What am I doing? Why?  What are my methods for collecting data? How long will I collect the data? 
Note: If submitting a group proposal, please include how you will organize the group to support the research.
6. Data Analysis:  (How will I analyze data? For example, will you read the journals and find emerging themes from student writing, or will you calculate the average for the pre-test and post-test and compare the numbers?)
7. Timeline:  (What will take place and when? Be specific.) 
8. Statement of Ethics:  (How will I account for the ethical demands that may arise during the inquiry process, including issues of consent (will parents need to sign a form), confidentiality (where will you lock the materials), and privacy (how will you keep the names of the students from the documents—will you assign numbers to students or initials?)
9. Budget:  Applicants are required to include a budget outlining a rationale for expenditures listing each item requested. Approved materials for the grant work will be purchased and sent to each grantee.
10. Appendices: A statement from an administrator and/or an immediate supervisor indicating a willingness to support your proposal.  Note: Your grant application must be signed by an authorized school representative to be considered by the selection board. 
Disbursement of Funds
Funding is awarded in two phases:  
1. Upon approval of the proposal by the board, 80% of the supplies will be purchased. The grantee will submit a list of materials needed to begin the project. This grantor will order the supplies and deliver them to the school. Examples are: book sets, teaching supplies, or student supplies directly related to the project. Unfortunately, there are expenditures the grant will not cover. Dissertation support, tuition expenditures, salaries/stipends, refreshments/food, or commercial teaching materials will not be covered by this grant. 
2. Upon receipt of the interim short report in February 2012, the remaining 20% of the supplies will be delivered. Grantees are required to submit a brief interim update report describing project activities to date, as well as an updated budget summary.  (The interim update report guidelines will be sent after the grantees have been selected.)
